The purpose of the article is the essence and features of «dark» tourism as a
promising direction of tourism. As a result of the analysis and generalization of the
works of domestic and foreign scientists, the main features of this type of tourism and
its subtypes (thanatotourism, memorial, mystical, disaster tourism) were determined.
The peculiarities of its appearance and tourists' interest in traveling to places
associated with death, disasters, acts of violence, tragedies, scenes of death and
crimes against humanity, etc., have been studied.

As a result of the research, it was determined that dark tourism, like any other
type of tourism, has its own resources: historical, cultural and natural, which form
the basis of the resource potential, in particular, the following thematic groups of
historical and cultural objects are distinguished: museums, places mass repressions
and executions, high-security prisons, monuments with a mystical history, places of
«powery, cemeteries, castles and fortresses. Natural resources are understood as
factors that act independently of a person, without his participation, or are related to

his biological essence. Within the limits of "dark" tourism are places of natural



disasters, disasters of cosmic bodies, disasters in people's lives and car accidents,
efc.

The main reasons for the attraction of tourists to places connected with the
darkest periods of the history of society, which scientists consider a feature of human
nature, are substantiated. The international experience of the development of «darky
types of tourism (Great Britain, Spain, Poland, Chile, Romania, the Czech Republic,
Japan) was studied and the main objects of tourist visit were characterized.

The main prospects for further scientific research in this direction are the
popularization of already existing domestic tourist objects of necropolis, dark and
thanatotourism and the study of the prospects for the development of «dark» tourism
in Ukraine in the post-war period. First of all, people who want to touch the history
during which they lived will be interested in such routes, Ukrainians who wish to
honor the memory of the dead; foreigners who will be interested in getting to know

the Ukrainian people and getting acquainted with the culture of Ukraine.
