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STRATEGIC MONITORING OF THREATS TO HUMAN SOCIAL
SECURITY

The complex effect of factors and conditions of the external and internal
environment in the current situation has a destructive impact on the level of human
social security. A set of negative events and processes caused by the large-scale war
of the russian federation against Ukraine make it impossible and/or impede the
functioning of the state's economic system, pose a threat to national economic
interests, values, and key socio-economic priorities [1] and pose a threat to human
social security. In these conditions, strategic monitoring of threats to human social
security is an important tool that allows timely identification and assessment of
potential and real threats to the economic security of the state, as well as development
of measures to counter them.

In the face of numerous challenges and threats, a protective approach to
ensuring socio-economic security, the imperative concept of which is "threat", has
become a priority [2]. Solving the problem of identifying and assessing threats to
human social security within the framework of strategic monitoring is possible using
the indicator approach through a system of signal indicators and their characteristic
values, which allows for a timely response to destabilizing factors of the external and
internal environment and preventing the realization of threats.

Assessment of the actual values of social security indicators using the indicator
approach allows us to identify their approach to the limits of threshold values, which
signals a risk or challenge to human social security, which is the basis for the
formation of priority areas of state social policy, ensuring a decent and high-quality
standard of living of the population through early detection and prevention of threats.

However, the use of the indicator approach has certain drawbacks that may
affect the reliability of the assessments. The formation of a list of signal indicators,
taking into account the principles of systematicity, complexity, and hierarchy,
Is significantly complicated by the dynamism and rapid transformation of challenges
and threats. At the same time, the delimitation of zones in which the actual values of
indicators are based on critical constraints in order to differentiate between real and
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potential threats and to supplement the set of indicators of the state's economic
security with indicators reflecting the impact of global challenges [3] is rather
conditional. Therefore, the full implementation of the principles of representativeness
and reliability when using the indicator approach to assessing threats to human social
security is a significant problem.

At the same time, economic, mathematical and statistical methods should be
used to determine the characteristic values of human social security indicators along
with analog, legislative and regulatory and expert assessment methods in order to
take into account the functional dependencies of socio-economic phenomena and
processes.

Despite the limitations and problems of using the indicator approach in strategic
monitoring, its main advantage is the ability to identify the dominant factors and
conditions for the emergence of threats to social security at the nanoscale at the initial
stage, which is the basis of modern security-oriented management at all levels of the
social hierarchy (security of the individual, society, business and the state) [4].

Thus, strategic monitoring of threats to human social security allows timely
identification of threats and risks to social security, as well as development of
measures to prevent and neutralize them. This contributes to creating a favorable
environment for economic growth and improving living standards.
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
