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EUROPEAN EXPERIENCE IN MONITORING THREATS TO THE ECONOMIC 

SECURITY OF THE NATIONAL ECONOMY 
 

Economic security is one of the key components of national security in the context of 

globalization and European integration. It involves the protection of national economic interests from 

both external and internal threats [1, 2]. Given the European experience in ensuring economic security 

and the ongoing European integration processes in Ukraine, there is a growing need to study 

European practices in monitoring threats to economic security. These practices are essential for 

maintaining the sustainability and resilience of the national economy under conditions of uncertainty. 

European countries have accumulated substantial experience in the field of monitoring threats 

to economic security. They have developed effective methods and tools that enable the timely 

identification and assessment of such threats [3]. Several specific examples of European approaches 

to monitoring threats to economic security are presented in Figure 1.

European methods of monitoring threats to economic security are based on well-developed 

standards and procedures, which ensure the effectiveness and reliability of the monitoring process 

[5]. In characterizing the monitoring methods used by EU countries, it is important to emphasize the 

integration of information from various sources, which enables a more comprehensive and objective 

assessment of threats to economic security. These sources may be both internal and external. 

Internal sources include government institutions, businesses, and civil society organizations, while 

external sources comprise international organizations, non-governmental institutions, and mass 

media [6]. Each source of information has its own strengths and weaknesses: for example, 

governments may possess data on public programs and policies; businesses may provide insights 

into market trends; and civil society organizations may reflect social and political developments [7]. 

Thus, the systematization and transparency of European monitoring methods contribute to the 

accuracy and reliability of results, enabling the timely identification and analysis of threats. 

It is important to note, however, that the implementation of European methods may involve 

high costs, operational complexity, and the need for specialized expertise. In the context of 

Ukraine’s limited resources, these factors may present significant challenges. To overcome the 

issues associated with the cost, complexity, and potential inefficiencies of European threat 

monitoring methods, Ukraine could develop its own adapted approaches [8–10]. These approaches 

should be tailored to the country’s specific conditions and needs. The development of such adapted 
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monitoring methods represents a crucial step toward ensuring the economic security of the state 

under current challenges. 

Applying European experience in Ukraine should not be reduced to the mere replication of 

existing methods but should involve their thoughtful adaptation to national realities. It is essential to 

strike a balance between efficiency and flexibility in managing economic security [11], taking into 

account both the advantages and limitations of European practices. One of the most notable 

strengths of the European approach is the high level of transparency and openness in economic 

processes. Transparent monitoring helps raise public awareness of threats to economic security, 

enabling civil oversight of both governmental and corporate actions in this domain. Ensuring access 

to information and regularly publishing reports enhances the ability to detect and analyze risks 

effectively. On the other hand, the drawbacks of the European model may include excessive 

bureaucracy and procedural complexity, which can hinder timely crisis response. Additionally, 

insufficient coordination among different economic sectors and governance bodies may limit the 

overall effectiveness of the system. 

Therefore, the development and implementation of adapted threat monitoring methods for 

economic security is a critically important task for Ukraine. This approach will make it possible to 

account for national specificities and to use limited resources more efficiently, contributing to 

sustainable economic development and the protection of the state's economic security. 
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
