STRUCTURAL-SEMANTIC AND FUNCTIONAL-STYLISTIC PROPERTIES
OF COMPLEX ZERO-SUFFIX ADJECTIVES WITH THE MEANING OF THE
PERSON’S EXTERNAL CHARACTERISTICS IN THE MODERN UKRAINIAN
LANGUAGE

The article describes derivational, structural-semantic and functional-stylistic
capabilities of usual and specifically authorial adjective composites with materially non-
expressed suffix created on the basis of adjective-noun word combination with the first
component of non-color semantics indicating a person according to the external
characteristics. The author ascertains their place, role, and spheres of functioning in the
modern Ukrainian language.

Keywords: zero suffix, formant, usual derivative, SAN (specifically authorial
neologism), adjectival composite with zero suffix, motivated, half-motivated, non-motivated
derivative.

Complex zero-suffix adjectives are created through stem combination complicated by
suffixation (the formant is the order of stems, a single stress, interfix (or lack of it), zero
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suffix, inflexion). On its part the adjective zero suffix is the historically grounded morpheme,
that has been considered a part of the Ukrainian morpheme system for a long time. Together
with the inflexion it is an important part of word-building formants of the modern Ukrainian
language, creating a branched system of word-building types

Zero suffix as an element and a means of word-formation in the noun sphere has been
studied most profoundly (T. Bilenko, P. Bilousenko, L. Bereghovenko (Kostych),
V. Vasyljchenko, T. Viljchynsjka, T. Ghavrylkina (Utkina), A. Zvjerev, V. Lipych,
Gh. Loghvynenko (Volynecj), 1. Procyk, L.Rodnina, T.Savela, L.Stovbur, A. Ternova,
L. Tretevych (Nevidomsjka) and others).

As for adjectives, even those linguists acknowledging the notion of zero morpheme are
not unanimous in their views on this component as a morpheme or a derivateme. Word-
building types of adjectives with materially non-expressed suffix have been mentioned in the
works by P. Bilousenko, A. Ghryshhenko, A. Zvjerev, N. Zvjerkovsjka, O.Zemsjka,
Zh. Kolojiz, V. Lopatin, O. Rudj, I. Toropcev and others.

Among structural-semantic types of composites with materially non-expressed suffix
the structures with the first adjective and the second noun component are sufficiently
productive both in the usage and among SAN. (Tpeba natu nosicienHs)Among them it’s
possible to highlight those that have adjectives of non-color semantics as their prepositional
component. They mean an animate object according to the internal and external
characteristics, plants, qualitative characteristic of the landscape, clothes, and footwear;
names of objects, things, mechanisms, machines, weapons, celestial bodies, natural
phenomena, color of an animal’s coat, etc. Until now adjective composites with materially
non-expressed formants motivated by the attributive word combination on the basis of the
«adjective+nouny syntagm with the structure «Adjective (A) + Noun (N) + zero suffix +
inflexion -ui» in general and derivatives meaning external characteristics of a person with the
first adjective component of non-color semantics and the second noun component in
particular haven’t been the object of special studies, that shows the topicality of the topic in
guestion.

As composites with materially non-expressed suffix we label the adjectives created through
stem compounding with the connecting vowel (interfix) or without one (quite rarely) and a zero
suffix on the basis of a word-combination with «A + Ny in its basis, where the adjective can have
the semantics of color and another semantics (except color) with the word-building meaning «the
descriptor of the properties of the assigned motivating noun»: éausexo-, 6oco-, Kapsuko-,
KPUXKO-, C8ICO-, CMPYHKO-, MANCKO-, XUMHCO-, €1C.. O1u3bK030pUil, 00COHO2UIL, KAPAYKOHOUIL,
KPUXKOMINUIL, CINCOUWOKUIL, CHPYHKOHOZUIL, XUXHCOOKUIL, EIC.

The article aims at highlighting the level of usage of complex zero-suffix adjective
derivatives meaning the person’s external characteristics with the first adjective component of
non-color semantics and the second noun component, as well as specific features of their
functioning in the language.

The material for the study was the card index created through continuous sampling from
the dictionary of the Ukrainian language [6] (usual units) and innovation dictionaries [1; 3; 4;
5].

The analysis of the latest studies and publications. Complex adjectives as a means of
creating traditional and specifically authorial epithets constantly attract attention of linguists. On
the basis of multidimensional studies of innovations a range of dictionaries of new Ukrainian
vocabulary has been created (H.Viniar and L. Shpachuk, H.Vokalchuk, Zh. Koloiz,
A. Neliuba), but despite the considerable attention paid to this group of vocabulary in the
Ukrainian linguistics, complex zero-suffix adjective composites meaning the person’s external
characteristics with the first adjective component of non-color semantics and the second non
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component have been studied only incidentally in the context of other issues. They have been
studied fragmentarily inside metaphorical constructs in the works by T. Bilenko, N. Havryliuk,
H. Vokalchuk, O.Rudj, O. Zhyzhoma, etc. Analyzing composite derivatives created on the
basis of adjective-noun combination in the general composite array, the majority of linguists
calls them derivatives created through stem composition without affixes (H. Vokalchuk,
O. Rudj, etc.); those composites have not been studied taking into consideration the formant
which includes zero suffix.

Main content. Using the periphrasis method in studies of derivational-nominative
processes in adjective complex zero-suffix structures has provided the possibility of
ascertaining syntactic correlates determining the formal derivativeness and determining the
semantic derivativeness, and also determine correlations between generative and derivative
words, between the formant and generative stem, in particular it’s possible to define motivated,
half-motivated, and non-motivated derivatives (according to N. Klymenko’s methods) [2,
p. 51-52]. Among the motivated ones we place words, which are freely paraphrased into
sentences, occur as a sum of meanings of components combined in the word according to a
certain word-building model, scheme (eeruxozonosuii is «somebody possessing a big head;
with a big head»); among the half-motivated ones are those, for paraphrasing of which one
needs additional words, that are not fixed in the derivative’s stem, for example the derivative
piokonneunit means a person «with narrow shoulders»; among non-motivated ones are
lexemes, for paraphrasing of which one needs words, which are not found in the derivative’s
stem, e.g. sy3skon0oui is not just «somebody with a narrow forehead», but «a person unable to
overcome his personal or class interests; narrow-mindedy.

Complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives meaning a living being according to its external
characteristics and created on the basis of adjective-noun combination, the prepositional
component of which being adjectives with non-color semantics, have an important place among
complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives in general due to their numbers. The majority of such
composites point at external characteristics of objects, in particular body parts and indicative
characteristics of a person. They can denote form (cocmponocuii, kpyznozonosui, €tc.), size
(00osz0n02unL, doszopykui, €tC.), appearance (cononysuit, 6oconozuit, etc.), physiological state
(enunosyoun, etc.), external manifestation of the internal state (secenookuii, eecenouyouii,
etc.). Sometimes such signs also characterize perception of objects’ properties by a person,
determine them as «pleasant/unpleasant» [2, p. 146].

Some linguistic works state that compound words often correlate with morphologically
simple adjectives. But composite adjectives do not replicate semantic groups similar to simple
lexemes, but activate those meanings that are the most suitable for lexical valency of several
words. On the one hand, they can be connected by adjectives-antonyms or synonyms and are
determined by the common semantic component, for instance, the characteristic of form of the
same object is characteristic of words zycmoéopoouit / piokedopoouir. On the other hand, many
adjectives possess the same characteristic applicable to different objects, which start to correlate
through it (compare: zocmpodopoouir, zocmposycuii, zcocmpogyxuii, zocmponesui). Finally,
inside the framework of composite adjectives it is possible to locate the grouping of vocabulary,
which describes different characteristics of the same objects. Such adjectives are not antonyms,
they don’t become lexical synonyms, but their semantic connection is still there and caused by
close morpheme and word-formation structure of the words (they have a common second stem).
These adjectives can be conventionally (similarly to simple words with common suffixes such
OpibHenbKull, ManeHbKull, curnervbkutl) put into one word-building series such as cocmposycuil,
moscmogycuu and called word-building synonyms. [2, p. 183-184].

Composite adjective derivatives with materially non-expressed suffix have high valency
and identically actively realize their direct and figurative meaning. During the creation of
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such usual complex adjective zero-suffix derivatives some morphonological phenomena occur
at the morphemic seam: 1) truncation of suffixes -ae-, -am-, -yeam-, -x- of the generative
adjective stem: xauwagi Hocu — KaIUWOHO2a I0OUHA, GUPIAMI 04l — GUPJIOOKA OI6HUHKA,
Kupnamuil nic — Kupnonoce Oiseua; 2) truncation of the generative noun stem, specifically
final sounds of the stem— coauii mozox — 2onomose nemosns,; 3) haplology: overlapping of
the first sound of the noun stem o- in the word e6pas with the interfix -o- doseuii, cyxuii
obpaz — o0oezobpaza dicinka, cyxoopaszuu oOsx, though there is a similar derivative
ooezoobpazui, Where haplology on the morpheme seam does not take place.

As the study material suggests, the most frequent prepositional stems are stems doezo-,
MOHKO-, MOBCMO-, WIUPOKO-, 20CMPO-, NOBHO-, KDUBO-, KDymo-, Hu3bKo-, etc. Postpositional
component of the studied complex zero-suffix adjectives possesses a somatic component, that
means it is motivated by names of the living beings’ body parts — somatisms (Greek soma
(somatos) — body, specifically: ear, head, hump, face, leg, finger, arm, etc.)

Motivated usual complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives with the meaning of the
person’s external characteristics can be conventionally divided into 4 lexical-semantic
subgroups.

1. Derivatives meaning form and parametric characteristics of the somatic notion of the
PErsoN: 6euK020108uUll Kapiuk, MAaa020a08uUil y30ex, UCOKOUONA MOJIOOUYs, HUZLKOIOOU
20Ccnooap, 6y3bKOOKUIl a2imamop, WUPOKOKOCHUIL UOJI0BIK, 20CHIPOBYXUIl YOJI08IHOK,
doezonana pyka niaHicma, KOPOMKOHOZUI YOJI08IYOK, KPY2A00OKUIl 10HAK, Kpymozpyoa
CnieauKa, NAACKOZPYOa JHCIHKA, MOHKOWUIN CmyOeHm, CHPYHKOHO2A CYCIOKA, WUPOKO8UOA
JICIHKA; 0082000po0uil uepHeyb, KOPOMKoGycuil 600ill, HU3bKoOposuii 2ocnooap (Mmeaning
«with eyebrows low over the eyes» [6, v. 5, p. 413]), wmupoxooopoouii kracux, 2cocmpogycuii
Kopwax (O. Honchar), kpymoéposuit 2epoti, monkoopogsi sicinku, moecmogycuti mupat, etc.

In the specifically authorial word-formation in this lexical-semantic subgroup the same
tendencies mostly remain, only the stem valency changes: eucokonoouii ronax (M. Bazhan),
sy3bKozpyouit onax [5, p. 246], eysvkonneuuit nionimox (V. Zatulyviter) [5, p. 146], kpymonooi
ooeu (V. Zabashtanskyi) [5, p. 15]; kpymonneuuir xioneys» (L. Kostenko) [5, p. 231], though
composites with other postpositional components can be found, in particular: zecmpopuci
yonosiuku (O. Zabuzhko) (meaning «with sharp features»), kpyeromeapi nanu (O. Havryliuk)
[1, p. 256] (meap — archaic «face» [6, v. 10, p. 45]).

Depending on the context, motivated derivatives with a somatic noun in the second
stem combining with lexemes nominating nature phenomena (simep, nebo, conye, €tc.) and
concrete objects (zamox, cronu, etc.) realize a new figurative meaning — «animation» of the
inanimate, receiving different shades of meaning in each case, for example: : Ha csimanxy —
3akucni ceoi npodepu, NO CHIOAHKY — Yumatl Ha 3apiHKy, OOKU 8 KHU3I iKi6 00820PYKI 6impu
nepezopryms ocmannio cmopinky (1. Rymaruk); A sicusy moboro i ons mebe, Buiiuios 3 mebe,
6 mebe nepetidy, I1io meoim eucokouonum neb6om capmyeas s dyuty monoody (V. Symonenko)
[5, p. 125]; He ckaporcumucy na nyscanna epabosi, Hi na wiisixu 6e3600ui i kpymi, B Opabunsiky
msieHymu 2ycmoopoei Cronu naditl na nacku 3o01omi (D. Pavlychko) [5, p. 204-205].

2. Composites meaning lack\excess of weight of body parts in comparison with the
accepted norm, and also lack of clothes or footwear: noenozpyoi oisuama, cyxonuyui
oyxearmep (meaning «thin, lean. // With muscles lacking fat (about body parts)» [6, v. 9, p.
868]), moecmominuit mopoosopom, RUWHOMING KpPACYHS, 2YCHOBONOCUT  WATEH,
RUWHOO0pPOOi ¢hinocopu, piokouybe xnon’s, 00coHoze 0igud, 20JAOHOCUEH NACMYULOK,
2onony3i dimu, 20100’ ami yueanuama.

N. Klymenko refers to the composites of these two lexical-semantic groups as
guantitative-evaluative vocabulary meaning quantitative characteristics.  They mark
indefinitely large/small width, thickness, height, etc. These composites mostly lack semantic
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affinity with composites meaning exact quantity, even when formal correlation exists.
Lexemes with the stem nuwmmno- do not correlate with composites stressing exact quantity and
are synonymous to adjectives with elements noeno-, moscmo- (nuwnominui, nosnominuii,
moecmominuu), Which show excess of something in comparison with the accepted norm
(nosnoboKuUil, moecmoboKuil moecmozyouii, NOGHOZYOUIl, HOGHOIUYUIL, MOECMOTUNUIL),
showing semantic connections with the lexemes with elements exementu éacamo-, mano-,
eenuKo-, 21uboKo-, kopomko-, minrko- and with adjectives containing stems of cardinal
numerals [2, p. 200].

Usual complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives of the studied lexical-semantic
subgroup with the second noun stem with pejorative meaning -mopouii, -nukuit, -ny3uii, as
corresponding composites with prepositional stem-colorname (compare uepsonomopouii,
uepeononuKkuil, uopnomopouil, uwopnonukxuit), are markers of negative evaluation and
derogatory attitude and have colloquial character: wmupokonuxuit kaprux (V. Kryvonis); A na
mpemiti 0env moecmonysuil [lomanosuy cam niomionyem nep 0o omys FOxuma, wob 360upas
«cobopy» — pobumu macnocesmie (P. Myrnyi).

The composite zononysun is polysemantic, in its direct meaning «with naked,
uncovered belly (mostly about little children)» it serves as a motivated derivative, and in its
figurative meaning it is unmotivated with the meaning «impoverished» [6, v. 2, p. 115].
Motivated usual complex zero-suffix adjective derivative éoconozuii, combining with nouns
meaning a person, function in their direct meaning, e.g.: Lfe disuamxo, niorimox cmaznseuil.
ITionimox wopnssuii, 6oconozuii... (M. Rylsky) [5, c. 146], but in the poetic meaning, entering
the distribution with abstract names (cyow6a, wacms, eiuna tain.), and gets a figurative
metaphoric meaning, entering to the epithet structure, e.g.: Toowc mamepi npociiome
HapeveHux, K GUCIBKU: d 8 K020 KOpac He uepcmsis? — uus cyovoa ne doconoza (V. Barka)
[5, p. 216].

Lack of excess of size of body parts or the entire body in comparison with the accepted
norm and other characteristics, in particular, body flexibility, are marked by specifically
authorial complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives numnonuxuit mosapuw (V. Hrabous) [4,
p. 138], noénocmeena mamip (B. Boichuk) [5, p. 111], moecmooeopi oisuama (M. Bazhan)
[5, p. 50]; cmpynuxkominui o6pas xoxanoi (M. Bazhan) [5, p. 132], komasominuit (meaning
«thin, lean, bony») uwonosix (M. Bazhan) [5, p. 241]. In specifically authorial word-building
composites of the studied lexical-semantic group can be used in their metaphorical meaning,
e.g.. Ilpu cyxopykomy 6acammi kpunuys npueaoanace panmom, 3 sikoi 600y mu nuau (P.
Movchan) [5, p. 9].

Characteristics of hair cover of a person or lack of it (in particular, facial hair and beard) are
provided by motivated specifically authorial composites zonenozonosuit oxcenmuomen (M.
Semenko) [3, p. 36], kpymoobopooui (— xpymuii meaning «very bent, curved, very twisted» [6,
v. 4, p. 373]) serem (M. Bazhan) [5, p. 21]. A means of positive evaluation of the personal
appearance is a SAN eaprooposuii: Ax mebe 32adamu, zapnooposa (V. Stus) [3, p. 34]. In the
specifically authorial word-building the composites of the studied lexical-semantic subgroup can
be used in figurative meaning: B opabunsixy msenymu zycmooposi Cronu Hadiil Ha nACKU 3010Mi
(D. Pavlychko) [5, p. 204-205].

In the same lexical-semantic subgroup we put specifically authorial zero-suffix adjective
composites  cepnacmooposuii and cmpinuamoéposuii that in their prepositional stem have
adjectives with the word-building suffix -acm- (-am-), showing the similarity of arched eyebrows
to cepn or cmpina: cepnacmodposa Ooapka, cmpinuamooposuni Cazaiioax (M. Stelmakh) [3,
p. 135, 149].

3. Derivatives meaning a person with abnormal anatomical parameters: kpusoooxuii
CKpunaib, KPUBOHOZUIL KAliKd, KpUBONIeUUun canimap, Kapaukonozui 6ocys (O. Honchar),
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KAUWOHO02a I00UHA, RJIOCKOCHONA Ho2d, Kupnonoce oieua, Opionozyouii oonumysay (O.
Honchar), piokosybe xnon’s, eucnozaouit pecenm xopy (Y. Andrukhovych), crnunozyoui
YOJ108IK, 6UPIOOKA OI6UUHKA, KANPABOOKUN podimnuk, 3uzooka fHosica (1. Franko), kocooka
Menanisa (P. Myrnyi), cainookuii myopeys.

As it has already been mentioned, on the one hand, complex zero-suffix adjective
derivatives stressing abnormal anatomical parameters of a living being or meaning discrepancy
with the accepted norm, thus showing a certain physical defect, always have negative evaluation,
and on the other hand, those elements quite often correspond to morphologically simple
adjectives, e.g.: KpueoooKuii, KpugoHozuil, Kpueonieuuil, Kpueopomuii, KpueopyKuil = Kpusuil,
KAUWOHOZUI = KTUWABUU, KUPROHOCUTL = KUPNamuil, 6UPA0OKUN = 8UpLamuti, KAnpaeooKuil =
Kanpasuii, etc.

To motivated specifically authorial complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives of this
lexical-semantic subgroup we can also include adjectives with postpositional component -
okui, that get metaphorical meanings in a poetic text: mepmeooxi nooosxcepu (M. Rylskyi)
[1, p. 274] (meaning «with eyes like the deady), éezmeancnooxi opysi (B. Rubchak) [1, p. 109;
259.] (meaning «with deep eyes»), eiuounnooxi roou (O. Koverko) [1, p. 165] (meaning «a
forehead with large deep eyes looking from under it»), etc. Composites can acquire figurative
meaning in the distribution with nouns nominating nature phenomena, abstract notions, etc.:
Bupnooke conye cioae na wopny cxenro (L. Kostenko) [5, p. 207];

4. Complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives meaning human body parts according to the
tactile and visual perception: zpybowkipi nioowsu wuie, moecmowKypi Oyoneni O0JoHI,
HidicHOmina O0i6Ka, HIICHOMUUUIL BOiH, M’AKOMINA MONOOUYs, MEEPOOWIKIPpUIL Hapicm,
MOHKOWIKYPA JiCIHOYKA, CYX02YOi maoxcuuxu, ceéixcouyokut monoouti apximexmop (meaning
«cheerful, corky).

The derivatives of the following three lexical-semantic subgroups belong to half-
motivated composites denoting external characteristics of a person:

1. Derivatives that, while meaning human body parts, can acquire figurative meanings,
in particular specifically authorial complex zero-suffix adjectives copdozonosuii xknssv (|.
Drach) [5, p. 83], copooaukuit yap (S. Meita) [4, p. 84], zopoouona oouxa (1. Bahryanyi) [5,
p. 54-55] correlate with a morphologically simple adjective copouii.

2. Derivatives meaning the person according to his\ner lack of hair on the head and the
face (for men): zonomosui moscmyn («— eonuit moszox, meaning «with no hair on the head,
bald or shaveny) [6, v. 2, p. 114]), 2or0eycuii napybok (< 2oxi syca «with no moustache [6,
v. 2, p. 113]).

As O. Taranenko puts it, with indisputable evidence of lexical meaning of components
found in the structure of such lexical units, it can be hard to find the way of their creation
unambiguously — whether it is contamination or another process. Most often we can see the
analogy — one-sided influence of complex adjectives consisting of zos0- and names of other
body parts, when nouns are also included in the process of such word-building development
of body parts’ names corouokuir (< 3 conumu woxamu, With naked cheeks), etc. [7, p. 226].

3. Derivatives meaning the person according to his\her body build. The composite
piokonneuuit means a person «with narrow shouldersy» [6, v. 8, p.557]: piokonneuui
conoamux. As N. Klymenko points out, the simple adjective piokuii does not possess
synonymous relations with the lexeme syssxuii. The analysis of the lexical meaning of the
latter word shows that its first rubric of interpretation not only gives the characteristic of the
object’s shape («one having small widthy), but in the shades of meaning stresses the level of
manifestation of this characteristic, on its correlation with a certain norm («smaller in width,
thinner than needed, desired»). The adjective sy3vxuu also enriches the comparison through
such an accompanying characteristic of manifestation level, as comparison with a certain
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norm. The adjective pioxui, having become the stem of the compound piokonneuuii, makes it
a direct antonym of the word wupoxonneuuir, new semantic connections of the lexemes
cause the appearance of new antonymous or synonymous correlations of composites [2, p.
238].

Usual complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives with postpositional noun components -
Kocmuil, -1uyuil, -pedpuii, combining with adjective stems cyxo- («— cyxuii meaning «thin,
lean. // With muscles lacking fat (about body parts)») [6, v. 9, p. 864]) and xyde-, (cyxoxkocme
mino, cyxopeopuii 2ocnooap, Xy0okocme 0i0oge auye, Xy0oauuyuil 10108i40K, Xy0opeopuii
maniok), receive the meaning «bony, very thin, with protruding bones, ribs» [6, v. 11, p. 170;
14,v. 11, p. 171; 14, v. 9, p. 868-869]. The composite zpyboxocmuii, on the contrary, has the
meaning «big, sturdy», e.g.: Ha noposi 00 00HOI 3 KimMHam 1edxcas Geiuxuil, Kpeme3Huil,
zpybokocmuii uonosix (R. Zagoruiko).

Non-motivated derivatives point at external characteristics of a person and signify a
person according to physical drawbacks. In this lexical and semantic subgroup we place usual
complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives caraboecpyoa oumuna (meaning «with weak,
unhealthy lungs» [6, v. 9, p. 343]), cyxopyxuit my3uxa (meaning «one who poorly controls, or
does not control his hand (hands) because of muscle atrophy») [6, v. 9, p. 869-870]);
myzosyxuu xnonuux (meaning «with bad hearing, partially deaf» [6, v. 10, p. 311]), this
derivative is correlative of the fixed expression myeuii na eyxo (about a person with dull
hearing) [2, p. 241]; kpuxkominuii onax (Meaning «with weak health, thin body; subtle,
frail» [6, v. 4, p. 352]). In the second lexical-semantic variant the composite kpuxxominui
receives the anatomic meaning «stout, corpulent, with flabby, puffy body» and moves to the
non-motivated derivative category: He sipunocs, wo maxa Kpuxxkomina noouna, sx /lasud
Mapxkoesuu, moace max weudko opyodysamu ronamoio (Y. Shovkoplias) [6, v. 4, p. 352].

In the literary speech specifically authorial complex zero-suffix adjective derivatives,
containing names of human body parts in the postposition, combining with distributive nouns
which mark not the person, but other ideas (animal, plant, nature phenomena, abstract notions,
etc.) depending on the context move to the category of non-motivated, on the basis of
metaphorical associative relations they can acquire different shades of meaning and become
means of creating negative or positive evaluation of the depicted phenomena. For example,
the complex zero-suffix adjective derivative xupnamonocuin becomes non-motivated
entering the distribution with a noun meaning an animal: xkupnamonoci zopoé6yi (R.
Kupchinsky) [5, p. 39], (the image becomes anthropomorphic: the animal gets human
characteristics).

Image personification, animation of the non-animated happen, when specifically authorial
complex zero-suffix adjectives enter the distribution with nouns of inanimate objects, specifically:
1) a plant and its fruits: opionooxi keimunxu (V. Barka) [5, p. 77], eucoxozopai cocnu (V. Stus)
[3, p. 25], pacnouwona sonyns (V. Stus), kownamodposuii 0y6 (A. Malyshko) [5, p. 57]; 2) a
group of trees: opesnvouonuii aic (M. Dubov) [4, p. 93], nuwnouonuit napxk (M. Bazhan) [5, p.
143]; 3) phenomena of nature: sucoxooposi simepyi (V. Barka) [5, p. 29], ocenesooposi oowi
(M. Tymchak) [5, p. 135]; 4) fire, smoke: mennopykuit oum (D. Pavlychko) [5, p. 48]; 5) stellar
objects: kpymonneua nnanema (. Drach) [5, p. 150]; 6)territory and landscape elements:
2ocmponneua semas (1. Rymaruk) [5, p. 67], cocmpopeopi 2opu (P. Doroshko) [5, p. 39],
Kpymouona 2opa [5, p. 39], xeunvopeope mope (R. Baboval) [1, p. 463]; 7) cities: wupokooxki
micma (R. Baboval) [1, p. 183], éemonnonuxi micma (P. Rachok) [4, p. 69], kaw’anonuke
micmo (S. Meita) [4, p. 110]; 8) buildings and their parts: kam’anocmoni mwopmu (B.-
I. Antonych) [1, p. 240], cmanesopykui micm (M. Bazhan) [5, p. 116]; 9) vehicles:
2ocmpoepyouii noizo (V. Sosiura) [5, p. 157]; 10) abstract notions: mennopyxe xoxanns (P.
Tychyna) [1, p. 445], yemixuenonuui epixu (D. Pavlychko) [1, p. 458].
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Conclusions and prospects for further studies. Using the periphrasis method in the
studies of derivational-nominative processes in the adjective complex zero-suffix formations
allows establishing the syntactic correlates defining the formal derivation of the composites
and ascertain relations between the generating and the derivative word, between the formant
and the word-building stem. The accomplished analysis of the complex zero-suffix adjective
derivatives with the first adjective component of the non-color semantics meaning the
person’s external characteristics showed the following tendencies: among composites of the
lexical and semantic group under consideration there are actively functioning groups of
motivated, half-motivated, and non-motivated composites. On the morpheme seam between
the second root morpheme and zero suffix there occur certain morphonologic phenomena, in
particular suffix truncation, truncation of final sounds of the stem of the creative noun stem,
haplology. Composites with materially non-expressed formant created on the basis of
adjective and noun combination can define a living being according to their internal and
external characteristics, and also nominate properties of plants, qualitative characteristics of
landscape, clothes, and footwear, characteristics of objects, things, mechanisms, machines,
weaponry, celestial bodies, natural phenomena, color of an animal’s coat, etc., but derivatives
for marking external characteristics of a person prevail. Zero-suffix adjective composites of
the studies lexical and word-building group are semantically heterogeneous, have high
valency, and similarly actively realize their direct and figurative meanings. Semantics of the
first stems conveyed through the first non-color component is much wider in the specifically
authorial word-building in comparison to the related usual derivatives. Among usual complex
zero-suffix derivatives of the studied lexical and word building group one can find composites
with pejorative meaning, which always serve as markers of negative evaluation and
derogatory attitude, and have colloquial nature. A considerable number of zero-suffix
derivatives entering the distribution with abstract nouns and nouns nominating phenomena of
nature, toponyms, etc. realize a new figurative meaning — «animation» of the inanimate,
acquiring different shades of meaning, and enriching the epithet corpus. Thus, zero affix helps
to enrich the image system of the poetic language with vivid composite formations bearing
not only a new semantic idea, but also special artistic expressiveness. In the long term it is
possible to study complex zero-suffix adjectives created on the basis of the adjective-noun
combination, prepositional component of which contains adjectives of non-color semantics,
denoting a person according to his\her internal characteristics.
